Our mission is to be a driving and creative force that contributes to a
hunger-free nation. In order to pursue this mission, we seek to address
the root causes of hunger in the United States. Since 1999 the Sodexho
Foundation has provided more than $7 million to hunger-related
organizations and Sodexho Inc. has contributed more than $16 million
of in-kind donations, including kitchen equipment, surplus perishable
and non-perishable food, and volunteer hours.

The Campus Kitchens Project™

Since the program’s inception, Campus Kitchen volunteers have logged more than 111,500 hours
and served more than 468,000 meals to hungry people in their communities. Each Campus Kitchen
coordinates food donations, prepares and delivers meals to community
service agencies, teaches basic food preparation and culinary skills

to unemployed men and women, and provides service-learning
opportunities for students. Since the training program launched
several years ago, 116 adult students graduated from the culinary job
skills program. The Campus Kitchens Project currently works with
Sodexho in Illinois, Wisconsin, Minnesota, and Washington.

This program trains unemployed adults in basic culinary skills, turning rescued and donated
surplus food into balanced meals for people in need. Professional chefs and instructors teach food
Ty e safety, life skills, and job-readiness training.

@ they need to secure career-track positions in the food service industry
while providing an essential service to their communities. Nationally,
24 Community Kitchen programs graduate more than 770 students
each year and prepare more than four million meals for hungry
children, seniors, and others in their communities.

Jumpstart™

Honored by President George W. Bush as saving America “one person

at a time,” Jumpstart provides preschoolers with the one-to-one mentoring and learning required to
thrive in school. With the objective of breaking the cycle of poverty, this program joins trained
university students with 3- to 5-year-old children who are struggling in Head Start and other

early learning programs. Not only does the Sodexho Foundation provide this program with financial
support, it also awards scholarships to student mentors and helps recruit volunteers. And in the
2006-2007 school year, Jumpstart will increase the number of members and children reached by 20%.
